• Signed the American Tax Reform's Taxpayer Protection pledge to commit to voting against increases in income taxes while 
serving in Congress; proposed a "Retire Tax Free" plan that would eliminate state income tax on retirement benefits like Social 
Security and pensions and various types of retirement plans

• Seeks to reinstate anti-abortion laws that were previously struck down by courts, such as a ban on the dilation and evacuation 
(D&E) abortion procedure, which is common for second-trimester abortions; a proponent of a textualist interpretation of the 
Second Amendment, Schmidt filed a brief in favor of a firearms association's challenge to New York's proper-cause 
requirement for firearm carrying outside one's home; in 2022, the Supreme Court overturned that requirement in New York 
State Rifle & Pistol Association, Inc. v. Bruen
